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These cakes are perfect for novelty silicone 

moulds but can easily be made as fairy cakes 

too!

Makes 12.

Ingredients

• 150g butter, melted

• 115g caster sugar

• 3 eggs, large

• 1tsp vanilla extract

• 170g self-raising fl our, sifted

• 75g white chocolate, grated

• 150g frozen raspberries

Method

Preheat oven to 180c/160c Fan/Gas Mark 4.

Grease the silicone cake moulds with a spray 

oil such as fry light or some melted butter and a 

pastry brush.

Melt the butter and leave to stand until just 

lukewarm.

Whisk together the melted butter, sugar, vanilla 

extract and eggs.

Add the sifted fl our and fold in.

Grate the white chocolate.  Using a box grater 

will stop the pieces of chocolate fl ying all over 

the kitchen.  Obviously it gets tricky not to grate 

your fi ngers as you get down to the last little bits 

– save yourself injury and eat those!

Add the chocolate to the cake mixture and mix 

in thoroughly.

Now take your raspberries from the freezer.  

Keeping them frozen hard until it’s time to use 

them means that they mix in easily without 

smashing into nothing and bleeding through the 

mixture.

Lay the raspberries on a chopping board and 

using a knife press across the raspberries one 

by one.  They will shatter into pieces – this is 

exactly what we want.

When they are all broken up add them to the 

cake mixture and fold in well.

Fill each recess of your cake pan 2/3rds full 

and place in the oven to bake for approx. 25 

minutes.

When baked to perfection remove from the oven 

and allow to cool in the pan for 15 minutes.  

Loosen the edges of the cake away from the 

mould using your fi ngers.  Place a cooling rack 

over the top of the pan and fl ip it over to release 

the cakes.

Leave to cool to room temperature then cut off 

the domed bases with a serrated knife so that 

they will sit straight on the plate.  You get to eat 

these bits too.

Serve with a dusting of icing sugar – that’s all 

these little lovelies need!

Tip:  Because of the moisture from the 

raspberries these cakes will only keep for a day 

or two and don’t freeze well.  Store in an airtight 

container.
